The City 
of Richardson adopted development regulations and 
design guidelines for the Spring Valley Station District, 
the area immediately surrounding the Spring Valley 
Station. The first development constructed in this district 
is Brick Row, a mixed-use development made up of 
townhomes, apartments, condominiums, and retail.
